Trash and Recycling
You pay $9.90 a month for trash and recycling services.  Our new trash/recycling hauler Rumpke of Indiana, LLC provides one brown 95 gallon cart for trash and one green 95 gallon cart for recycling.  Trash collection is scheduled once a week.  Heavy trash and recycling are scheduled once a month on your first regular collection day of the month.  Your regular trash collection day will not change.
Trash Guidelines
Place your brown trash cart at the curbside by 8:00 am on your scheduled day.  Rumpke’s automated trucks will pick up the cart.  Place your trash cart at least four feet from a car or your mail box.   The cart opening should face the street.  Do not place materials on top of your cart.
Use trash bags for all loose trash to eliminate spillage.  Grass trimmings, leaves, and pet waste should be bagged to prevent them from sticking to the inside of the trash cart and to reduce odor.  Do not overfill the cart.  Only items inside the cart will be collected.
The following items should not be placed in the 95 gallon trash carts.  Some may cause injury to the driver or damage the truck. Some are illegal to accept.
· Dirt, sod, rocks, or paving stones
· Heavy construction debris such as shingles, brick, or concrete
· Hot ashes, coals, solvents, or flammable materials
· Liquids including paint
· Hazardous wastes such as oils, poisons, corrosives, batteries, etc.

· Heavy items, including carpet, furniture, appliances, or auto parts
· E-waste (see below)

E-Waste

Indian law prohibits the disposal of E-Waste items at any landfill or for disposal by incineration.  E-Waste includes electronic devices such as computers, computer monitors, printers, televisions, iPods, MP3 players, fax machines, DVD players, and video recorders.  Not included are cell phones and calculators. 
Recycling Guidelines
Place your green recycling cart at the curbside by 8:00 am.  Place it at least four feet from any stationary object including your trash cart and the opening should face the street.  Please observe the list of the following acceptable items. Use only clear bags if you need to bag materials.  This allows the sorters to identify the materials and eliminates injury from non-recyclable items.
PLASTIC BOTTLES OR JARS marked # 1 through # 7 – Rumpke accepts soda, milk, detergent, shampoo bottles and other bottles or jars for food products or household/personal products.  Remove caps and discard in trash.  No plastic shopping bags or fast food containers.
GLASS BOTTLES OR JARS – Clear or colored bottles or jars used for food products or household/personal care products.  No need to remove labels. Rinse. Discard lids.

PAPER – white office paper, copy paper, tablets;  manila or colored folders; letters, brochures, and magazines up to one inch thick; legal pads, envelopes; shredded paper placed in clear plastic bags; cardboard broken down two feet X two feet; newspaper, including all inserts; cereal, cracker, cake mix boxes, gift boxes, beverage boxes, paper egg cartons, and brown grocery bags.
METAL – Aluminum and metal food/beverage cans, and empty aerosol cans. No need to remove labels.  Rinse.
UNIVERSAL RECYCLING SYMBOL – Some items may have the recycling triangle on them but are not accepted in Rumpke’s recycling program.  Items not acceptable may contaminate other items and will end up in the trash.  As a basic rule of thumb, Rumpke accepts most bottles or jars that are used in your house for food, beverages, personal care items, and household cleaning items.  Not included are plastic shopping bags, Styrofoam packaging materials and Styrofoam trays, plastic trays for microwave meals, and aluminum foil.  Rumpke is continually working with recycling companies to increase the types of items accepted.
Heavy Trash Collection Guidelines

Heavy trash is limited to what will fit into one truck hopper (the rear of the truck where trash cans are emptied by the driver).  The hopper size is approximately 5’ x 4’ x 4’ or about the volume of two and a half 95 gallon carts.  Any item in excess of this amount will require a large item sticker available at the Town Hall for $15.00.  Large items will be accepted without the $15.00 sticker during the first pick up of the month, your designated Heavy Trash day.  Rumpke will not accept shingles, concrete, metal bars or rods and similar construction materials as these items may damage the equipment or pose a hazard to the driver.  Rumpke will accept some lighter materials from personal home maintenance jobs, such as a commode, sink, or door that are within the above size limitations.  On Heavy Trash Collection day, you may use personal trash cans to hold debris as long as you stay within acceptable guidelines.  Larger remodeling jobs may require a construction dumpster.  Call Rumpke at 800-678-6753.
Additional Information:

Holiday schedule – The following holidays will impact your collections in 2012.  Independence Day, July 4th is on Wednesday.  Your collection day for trash and recycling will be delayed one day this week.  Thanksgiving Day, November 22 is on Thursday.  Wednesday this week will be a regular collection day.  Thursday and Friday collections will be delayed one day.  All other holiday weeks for 2012 collections will be on the regular schedule.
Additional trash – If the 95 gallon trash cart can not contain all of your trash, you may set out additional trash bags near your cart.  You are required to affix a sticker to the bag before Rumpke will dispose of it.  Stickers may be purchased at Town Hall for $0.75 each.  If you have additional trash on a regular basis, you may want to order a second 95 gallon trash cart from Rumpke. The cost to you is $6.00 a month.  Call Rumpke at 800-678-6753.
Customer owned garbage cans - Rumpke’s carts are designed to be used with automated trucks which can not accept customer owned trash cans.  For your regular trash collection, trash must be in the Rumpke cart or placed in plastic bags with the affixed sticker as mentioned above. 
Appliances – Normal household appliances may be set out on your bulky item collection day.  Appliances that use CFCs (sometimes referred to as Freon) will not be collected unless the CFCs have been removed by a licensed professional.  A certificate is then attached to that appliance certifying that the CFCs have been legally removed.  Rumpke may not legally dispose of any CFC containing appliance without the correct certificate.
Limbs and shrubbery – These items must be bundled for easy pick up.  Bundles should not exceed four feet in length and 75 pounds.  Set them out on your designated heavy trash day. You can also take them to the Sanitation Plant on Whiteland Road between 8:00 am to 12:00 pm and 1:00 pm to 5:00 pm Monday through Friday. Call 535-4770 for more information.
Cart ownership – All carts are the property of Rumpke.  Your carts have serial numbers that identify them as assigned to you.  DO NOT remove the carts.  If you plan to move or if a cart is damaged, contact Rumpke at 800-678-6753. 
Construction debris – Call Rumpke at 800-678-6753 for pricing of construction dumpsters.
